. All current adult members of Boone County USBC BA, including associate members, are eligible to bowl in this tournament.
. This tournament consists of three (3) divisions (OPEN, WOMEN and MIXED). Participants may bowl more than once in each

division’s team event and mixed doubles, subject to these conditions:
a. Team event — at least two players in the lineup must be different. Mixed doubles one member must be different.

b. A bowler participating more than once in a division’s team event will count their score in the first team event bowled for that
division’s all events.

. Bowl only once in each division’s (OPEN and WOMEN ) doubles & singles events (No singles event in MIXED division).
. Cash prizes -All events awarded on handicap basis.

Use highest USBC Boone County Bowling Association average(at least 21 games) as of close of 2010-2011 season. If no 2010-2011
Boone County Bowling Association average, use highest Boone County Bowling Association current average of at least 21 games
bowled prior to the date of the Tournament’s first squad. If no current Boone County Bowling Association average of at least 21
games, must bowl scratch. All divisions Handicap: 90% difference of average from 220 with no maximum. USBC Playing Rule
319a, Item 2, (10 pin rule) does not apply. The remainder of Rule 319a does apply. Rule 319a, Item 3, is repeated here for
emphasis:

Rule 319a, Item3: Bowlers are responsible for verifying their own average, whether submitted by the bowler, the team captain

or others. If the submitted average is lower than required and results in a lower classification or more handicap, the bowler’s

score is disqualified. If the submitted average is higher than required, prize winnings will be based on the submitted average.

In the case of a team of two or more bowlers, the averages will be combined to determine if the correct total is higher or
lower than the submitted total.

. In case of a protest, call the tournament director (230-1109) at once.
. A copy of last year’s prize list and winners will be posted prior to the entry closing date in each bowling establishment. After

the entry closing date, this Tournament’s final prize list will be posted in each bowling establishment. All entries final position
will be posted at the end of the Tournament.

USBC Playing Rule 314 shall apply. After an entry has been received, and the dates assigned by tournament manager are not
refused before preparation of the schedule, the entry fee cannot be refunded. No refunds after acceptance by Tournament
Director, period.

Tardy bowlers (bowlers not present and/or not ready to bowl at scheduled start time) must start with frame then in
progress when bowler arrives and is ready to bowl, with no score for all frames missed.

USBC Playing Rule 13 applies. Unmarried grade and high school students under the age of 18 must have written consent of a
parent or guardian before participating in any USBC league or tournament where merchandise valued over $50, or any cash
and/or bonds are offered.

MIXED division must have at least one bowler of the opposite sex for both the team and doubles events.

. All other USBC tournament rules as stated in the USBC Playing Rules Book, current edition, apply.
