TOURNAMENT RULES AND REGULATIONS 

  
1. All women members of the Iowa City USBC are eligible to bowl. 

a. All Tournament Bowlers must be a current member of Iowa City USBC. 
b. Entrants may bowl more than once in the team events. 
c. Only (3) players shall cash together more than once 

2. A bowler participating more than once in the team event must count his first score for ALL 
EVENTS. 

3. A bowler cannot enter Doubles or Singles only-they must enter both.  A bowler can bowl only once 
in doubles and singles events. 

4. PRIZE MONEY: All prize money will be returned 100% at a ratio of 1 prize for each 4 entries in 
the Team, Double and Singles; one for each 20 entries in the All Events. Prizes will be awarded 
within 30 days after tournament ends. In the case of ties for first place in any event, co-champions 
shall be declared with duplicate awards presented and cash prize positions divided equally.  In the 
event of a tie for last place in any division of the tournament, money will be added to that event 
prize list so that each person tying for last place will receive equal prize money.  We are using 
USBC Tournament rule 319d, requiring bowlers to report previous tournament prize winnings. 

5. All shift changes must be approved by the tournament director, at least the night before your 
scheduled shift. 

6. Report all substitutions to Tournament Manager’s Office at least 30 minutes before squad time 
7. In case of a protest contact the Tournament Manager at once. 
8. All bowlers must check in 30 minutes before squad time. 
9. (Revised 2010) Every bowler must have an Iowa City USBC 2010-2011 season book average of 

12 games or more. If no book average, they must use highest average, 12 or more games for the 
2011-2012 seasons and must show a league standing sheet from an Iowa City USBC league at 
tournament time.  It shall be each bowler’s responsibility to verify the accuracy of his average, 
whether originally submitted by himself, his team captain, or others. Failure to use proper average 
shall disqualify score if submitted average is lower than actual average.  If submitted average is 
higher, prize winning will be based on it. Corrections must be made up to completion of the first 
game of a series. 

10. Complete prize list will be posted at bowling establishments. 
11. Checks will be ether sent to the captain (Burg or Cedar Bowlers) or drop off at the league listed 

lanes. 
12. If entry fee checks are returned for insufficient funds, the entrant will be expected to pay the 

Full entry fees and check charges IN CASH OR MONEY ORDER before the entrant(s) will 
be permitted to compete in the tournament. 

13. Scratch brackets will be offered if enough interest otherwise brackets will be base on 230 avg.
